Sharing	the	Road

	 Now	that	summer	has	f inally	arrived	it 	is	t ime	for	us	to	get	
out	 and	 enjoy	 the	 wonderful	 sunny	 weather. 	 With	 so	many	
people	out	participating	in	different	activit ies	we	al l 	need	to	
be	cognizant	of	each	other. 	Cycling	 is	extremely	popular	 in	
Utah	 and	 now	 that	 the	 weather	 is	 warm	 you	 should	 expect	
to	see	many	more	cyclists	on	the	road.	These	cyclists	range	
from	 the	very	young	and	 inexperienced	 to	 the	very	old	and	
experienced.	 Motorists	 are	 not	 the	 only	 ones	 responsible	
for	 cyclist	 safety;	 bicycle	 r iders	 need	 to	 look	 out	 for	 ve-
hicles	 too.	 I t 	 is	 al l 	 of	 our	 responsibil i ty	 to	make	 the	 roads	
safer.
	 Utah	State	Law	states	that	bicycles	have	the	same	rights	
to	the	road	as	vehicles.	Utah	Law	also	states	that	the	opera-
tor	of	a	bicycle, 	i f 	operating	at	less	than	normal	speed,	shall	
operate	 their	 bicycle	 as	 close	 to	 the	 right-hand	 side	of	 the	
road	 as	 practicable	 except	 when:	 Overtaking	 and	 passing	
another	 bicycle	 or	 vehicle	 proceeding	 in	 the	 same	 direc-
t ion;	preparing	to	make	a	left 	turn	at	an	intersection	or	into	
the	 private	 driveway	 or	 road;	 traveling	 straight	 through	 an	
intersection	 that	 has	 a	 r ight	 hand	 only	 turn	 lane	 that	 is	 in	
confl ict 	with	 the	straight	 through	movement;	or	 reasonably	
necessary	 to	 avoid	 condit ions	 that	 make	 it 	 unsafe	 to	 con-
tinue	along	the	right-hand	edge	of	the	roadway.	
	 You	may	pass	a	bicycle	 that	 is	 traveling	 in	 the	same	di-
rection.	 Pass	 the	 bicycle	 with, 	 at 	 least, 	 three	 feet	 between	
your	 vehicle	 and	 the	 bicycle. 	 On	 roads	with	multiple	 lanes	
in	the	same	direction,	l ike	5600	west, 	you	should	be	able	to	
move	over	to	the	left 	hand	lane	to	pass.
	 Bicycles	are	not	permitted	to	be	operated	on	a	sidewalk,	
path,	 trai l , 	 or	 across	 a	 roadway	 in	 a	 crosswalk,	where	 pro-
hibited	by	off icial 	 traff ic	 control	 devices	or	 ordinance.	Not	
al l 	cit ies	al low	bicycles	to	be	operated	on	a	sidewalk. 		West	
Valley	City	ordinance	does	not	prohibit 	cyclists	from	riding	
on	the	sidewalk.
	 Bicycles	 and	 human	 powered	 vehicles	 or	 devices	 must	
yield	 r ight-of-way	 to	 pedestrians	 on	 sidewalks,	 paths,	 or	
trai ls. 	Bicycle	operators	should	make	 reasonable	efforts	 to	
avoid	 rocks	and	obstacles	 in	 their	path	so	 that	 they	do	not	
fal l 	 into	 the	 path	 of	 a	motor	 vehicle, 	 however	 the	 operator	
of	a	motor	vehicle	 is	 required	 to	keep	a	safe	 fol lowing	dis-
tance	from	all 	vehicles,	bicycles	included.
	 I f 	 there	 is	a	coll ision	between	a	bicycle	and	a	motor	ve-
hicle, 	 the	 driver	 of	 the	 motor	 vehicle	 does	 not	 always	 get	
the	 t icket. 	 The	 off icers	 wil l 	 issue	 citations	 to	 anyone	 that	
they	have	probable	cause	to	believe	violated	the	law.
	 We	 must	 remember	 to	 look	 out	 for	 each	 other	 to	 make	
our	roads	safer. 		I 	am	sure	that	nobody	wants	to	be	involved	
in	a	vehicle-bicyclist	coll ision.
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
